Below is some information regarding what it costs to operate the transfer station, and what those fees cover cost-wise.

Municiple Solid Waste $68,987.90 $68,800.00 $187.90

Recyclables $10,932.28 $29,000.00 ($18,067.72)


The average household discards 1 kitchen sized-bag (30 gallon) of trash per week, over 1500 pounds of household trash per year. The average cost in other towns in the state of NH is $2.50 per bag, which equates to $130.00 per year. We are still far below that price at $75 per year, almost half the cost.
 Below is what it costs the town to discard items that are recycled:
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Paper $71/ton

Glass $40/ton
